2.0 Public open session:

Kate Davidson (Project Manager, Performance and Development) from Milton Keynes Council attended the meeting to give an update on the options available for the refurbishment of the Play Area on the Recreation ground. Kate explained that she had obtained 3 quotations which are listed below:

· Safe & Sound at £22,537.00

· Proludic at £29,703.00

· Park Leisure at £37,329.00

It was decided to not make any decisions at this moment in time until the analysis of the Parish Questionnaire have been finalised later in the year. 

The chairman thanked Kate for attending and she then left the meeting.
3.0 Declaration of interest:

4.0 Approval of minute:
The minutes of the meeting of 21st June 2010 were approved and signed as a true record.
5.0 Matters arising not elsewhere on Agenda:

5.1 - (item 8.7 of minutes 17/05/10) – Tribute to Sir John Dankworth. Following agreement at a previous meeting to allocate £500.00 for this purpose it was agreed that Cllr Hopkins and the Clerk will have more discussions with the Stables to progress this item further. Ongoing.
5.2 - (item 9.6 of minutes 17/05/10) - Email received 4/05/10 from Lesley Blue (BALC) enclosing latest draft version of the Parishes Protocol. Further email received from MKC (05/07/10) confirming that the parish representatives will be invited to meet with officers, the Cabinet Member for Parishes and other MKC Councillors on a cross party basis with a view to drafting a document based on the Parishes Protocol (Draft 4.1), which would incorporate salient points from the two draft documents into a single version that will command widespread support; and to report on progress to the September Cabinet meeting with completion by that date if possible, and in no circumstances later than 26 October 2010. Item closed until further correspondence is received.
5.3 - (item 15.0 of minutes 17/05/10) - Local Events to coincide with the 2012 London Olympics. It was confirmed that Cllr Fennemore tabled this suggestion at the Danesborough Forum on the 27th May 2010 and received support from all four Parishes. Clerk confirmed that he had received confirmation on the 9th July 2010 that £500.00 from Cllr Hopkins Ward allowance will paid into our Bank Account within the next couple of days. Item closed.

9.0 Clerks Report / Issues:

9.1 - Mrs Robinson’s Charity Outing 2010: Clerk reported that he was in the process of arranging the annual trip which this year would be on Tuesday 14th September 2010 to Thame and Waterperry Gardens and requested authorisation to pay the coach driver the usual tip of £25.00 and £10.00 for the restaurant. This was agreed by all.
9.2 – Holiday: – Clerk confirmed that he would be away from 31st July - 7th August 2010.
9.3 - Local Issues: See appendix 1
10.0 Development of Parish Plan:
Clerk confirmed that to date he had received 81 questionnaires back out of a total of around 337 that were distributed which represents a 24% return. It was agreed that the Clerk would summarised the findings for discussion at the October 2010 meeting.

Current costs are Royal Mail £121.70, Stationery £40.82 and the printing costs at £121.00 making a total to date of £283.52 against a budget of £500.00.
11.0 Community Centre:

11.1 – The next meeting of the Community Centre Executive Committee will be held on the 22nd July 2010. 
11.2 – Clerk confirmed that he had discussed the current position of the playing area with the representative from Woburn Lions FC and it was suggested that it would be beneficial for a survey to be conducted which would cost no more that £100.00, in order that a business plan could be prepared to support U6/U7’s Football from next season in the Community. Clerk confirmed that he had given the instructions to undertake a survey as agreed at the last meeting and was waiting for confirmation when this would be completed. 

11.3 – Clerk confirmed that he had received a verbal quotation from C P Jones to repair the leaking Store room roof at £500.00 and all agreed, as this was an emergency repair to approve this expenditure without the need for further quotations. Clerk confirmed that the work had now been completed at a cost of £258.50. Item closed. 
12.0 Unitary Authority:

12.1 – The two new VAS signs along Newport Road as part of the NAMPAK planning gain are still waiting to be installed. Clerk confirmed that he had received confirmation from Sarah Mulcahy (MKC) that the installation will be completed by the end of August 2010.
12.2 – The next meeting of the Danesborough Forum has been arranged and will be held on the 30th September 2010.

12.3 – Cllr Hopkins confirmed that the NAMPAK Public Enquiry was scheduled to commence on the 20th July 2010 and should take around 4 days, with the Inspectors Report likely to be published in October 2010. 

13.0 Councillor Reports:

13.1 – Cllr Hopkins confirmed that the two Speed Surveys on Walton Road had been completed but was still waiting for the results. 
13.2 - Cllr Hopkins stated that he had been informed by a local resident that some of the trees on St Mary’s Green may be diseased. Clerk confirmed that he had arranged to meet Alastair Gavin from MKC on the 10th August 2010 to resolve this issue.

13.3 – Following a request from Cllr Hopkins the Clerk confirmed that he had spoken with the Manager at the Wavendon Arms on the 16th July 2010 following a complaint from a local resident, regarding problems with the delivery of goods to their premises blocking Walton Road. He reported that the Wavendon Arms had recently reviewed their processes and any item not on a palate would now be delivered via the Car Park entrance with all major deliveries via the entrance on Walton Road. Clerk to provide an update to the local resident. 
13.4 – Following a request from Cllr Hopkins after receiving a request from a local resident, the Clerk confirmed that he had arranged to meet a representative from Frosts on the 21st July 2010 to obtain a quotation from them to prune one of the overhanging trees on St Marys Green that is causing some concern.

13.5 – 
Cllr Wilkes confirmed that he attended the Planning Aid Workshop on the 03/07/10.

13.6 – Cllr Cairns raised an issue with regard to Verge Parking at the junction of Newport Road / Walton Road. Clerk was tasked with writing to the Housing Department in MKC.
13.7 – Cllr Wilkes asked if the Clerk would contact MKC to ascertain when a replacement tree will be replanted near to number 45 Newport Road.
14.0 Future Meetings:

The next two meeting of the Parish Council will take place on Monday 20th September 2010 and Monday 18th October 2010 both commencing at 7.30pm in Wavendon Community Centre. There being no further business the meeting closed at 8.36 pm.

	Footpath Gate: Clerk confirmed that he had been advised by a local resident that a post was damaged at the footpath near Newport Road and that he was in the process of obtaining a new post and fittings FOC from MKC.

	New gate installed on the 16th February 2010 however it requires a spring to be attached to ensure that gate is fastened properly. Clerk confirmed that he had received confirmation that Andy Burton from MK Rights of Way was arranging for a contactor to rectify this problem in the near future. 


	Footpath from the Recreation Ground to Phoebe Lane:  Cllr. Hopkins stated that he had been advised by a local resident that the footpath had flooded again over the weekend of 16/17 January 2010. 
	Clerk to liaise with Andy Burton from MKC. 
	Clerk confirmed that he had discussed this issue with Andy Burton on the 16th February 2010 and that the Rights of Way Officer agreed to obtain a quotation to install a French Drain in order to rectify this problem.

	Horse Riding: Cllr. Fennemore was concerned that there was evidence of that some people are Riding Horses within the Recreation Ground. 
	Clerk to seek advice from MKC Rights of Way Team.
	With regard to this issue Clerk confirmed that following a conversation with Andy Burton the proposal was to install a Chicane at the end of the path at Phoebe Lane. Clerk confirmed that he had received confirmation that a chicane will be installed as soon as possible. No change


	Overgrown hedge along Walton Road near to the EDS site: Cllr. Butcher advised that he had received a complaint from a local resident on this issue. 


	Clerk to investigate.
	Clerk confirmed that he had spoken with the Facilities Manager at EDS on the 15th April 2010 and that he had promised to look into the situation. Clerk confirmed that he had received a message from Cllr Butcher that this work was still outstanding. Clerk confirmed that he had written to them again on this subject on the 16/07/10.


	Street Light Problem: Clerk confirmed that he had been advised by a Resident that the light was not working outside 59 Newport Road (Lamp post No 63)

	Clerk to report the issue to MKC.
	Clerk confirmed that he had reported this problem to MKC on the 15/07/10.

	Horse's in the field on Footpath from Newport Road are deterring people from using the footpath for walking their dogs and also many people use this route to the Church. This was raised by a local Resident.

	Clerk to seek advice from MKC Rights of Way Team.
	Clerk confirmed that he had received confirmation from Andy Burton from MK Rights of Way that he would investigate this complaint, should this problem persist. Item Closed.  

	Bulls & Cows in the field opposite the Wavendon Arms are a concern for local people using the footpath and requested if any warning posters could be displayed. This was raised by a local Resident.

	Clerk to seek advice from MKC Rights of Way Team.
	Clerk confirmed that he had been advised by Andy Burton from MK Rights of Way that the Highways Act does not allow for any signage to be displayed. This is an offence and is considered an obstruction. Clerk to advise the local resident of these findings.
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
