Councillor Nicholls attended the Danesborough Forum on 21 January.  Key points from this meeting affecting Little Brickhill were:

a.  David Hill Chief Exec Officer at MKC would be visiting the village (3 February) and would like to meet representatives from Parish Council and Residents Association.
b.  Presentations by Stewart Sage / MK Partnership and Andy Hudson / Waste Management Department were given.
c.  Trevor Dove / Highways Department informed the meeting that MKC had agreed to a 30mph speed limit being extended north along Watling Street.  The parking at the corner of Watling Street and Great Brickhill Lane was discussed and proposals are under consideration.
