Only Alan Smith and Jude Ramanadanpulle
who was nursing an ankle injury exerting restricting him. A total of 216 - 6 
looked like being a good total, but Ken Hollis looking in great touch from the off, 
along with Steve Grantham put on 51 for the first wicket before Grantham went for 
20. Dave Shepherd joined Hollis, and with Hollis taking toll on the bowling saw 
another 58 put on before Shepherd was caught off the leading edge for 14. With 23 
overs left and another 108 to win Jude Ramanadanpulle joined Hollis at the crease.
Jude immediately got stuck into the bowling, so much so that he finished 
with a rapid 58 not out and denied Hollis (along with some dubious scoring) a well
deserved 100. Hollis finished 95 not out as Park won with almost 9 overs to 
spare.
Parks 2nds moved off the bottom of the table for the 1st time this season, 
and have now got over the 60 points deducted for last years registration 
problems.
