MKPCC were put in to bat on a very wet afternoon with the ball rapidly becoming like a bar of soap.
Good contributions from Radcliffe Phillips (30) and Kevin Gladwin (17) supported a fine knock of 50 by Tristan Hardy. However once Tristan was out the rest of the batting collapsed dramatically, in a fashion well known to followers of MKPCC, with the last three giving a hat trick to young spinner Chris Calder and they were all out for 155 in 38 overs leaving the opposition 50 overs to get the runs 
 The only other noteworthy action involved the rugby tackle of umpire Richard Fletcher by an over-enthusiastic Paul Dicker sliding in from mid-on. The pavilion was heard to remark that the heavy roller would be needed to repair the damage!
 The Milton Bryan innings started in the way the MKPCC innings finished with the first two balls from Kieron Sear taking the first two Milton Bryan batsmen (five wickets in five balls – is this some kind of record. It was clear the wicket was more suited to slow bowling rather than pace and after 2 overs from Raza Ifthikar MKPCC turned to the new generation of spin twins Luke Grantham bowling his left arm sopin at one end and Kieron Sear continuing to bowl his right arm variety from the other. It was not an easy day to bowl but these two and indeed the rest of the MKPCC bowlers kept a steady line and length forcing Milton Bryan to take chances to score. When Richard Fletcher and Tariq Hussain took over the pressure was maintained and the wickets were spread fairly evenly between the bowlers and fell at regular intervals as Milton Bryan fell behind the required rate. Chris Ward performed a burglar Bill act coming on at the end and polishing off the last two batsmen to leave MKPCC winners by 35 runs
